•  colors appear to blend
   together in a continuous
   band

•  colors are created by
   bent sunlight

•  does not contain a
   full spectrum of colors

•  colors do not blend together,
   they appear in distinct lines
   separated by dark spaces

•  colors are created by different
   gases in the atmosphere

•  both appear in
   the sky

•  both contain some
   of the same colors
